
Jesus came, stood among them, and 

said to them, "Peace be with 
you." (John 20:19) 
 

Even if we believe that Jesus is risen 

and that he can come and speak to us, 
we can still be afraid about what he 

might say. 
 

After all, the disciples fled when Jesus 

is arrested. They shamefully fulfill what 
Jesus predicts on the night he is       
betrayed: "Indeed, an hour is coming, 

and has come, when each of you will 
be scattered . . . and you will leave me 

alone" (John 16:32). 
 

So when Jesus comes to them and 

opens his mouth to speak, will it be 
words of scolding and blame that pour 

out? 
 

Miracle of miracles, Jesus does not 

stand among them to condemn them 
for abandoning him or to berate them 

for hiding. What he says is "Peace be 
with you." 
 

They probably hear Jesus use these 
words before; they are a common 

greeting in the ancient Middle East. 
But the Bible also uses them to show 
God's divinely kind attitude to fright-

ened people. 
 

When Gideon realizes he has seen the 

Angel of the Lord, the Lord tells him, 
"Peace to you. Don't be afraid, for you 

will not die" (Judges 6:23). Or when 
Daniel is overwhelmed at seeing a 

great vision of one with human ap-

pearance and divine power, he hears  

"Don't be afraid. . . . Peace to 
you" (Daniel 10:19). 
 

Just so, Jesus takes away the disciples' 
fears and gives them peace instead. 

Though all of them have left Jesus 
alone, he says they are now at peace 

with him. This was so much more 
than saying "Good evening" or "I hope 

you are well." 
 

After celebrating Jesus' rising, will we 

feel afraid and guilty? We also have 
scattered and abandoned Jesus at 

times when there is a chance to show 
our faith and our care for our neigh-

bor. Maybe we are worried about 
what Jesus will say to us when he 
meets us. 
 

But remember this: It is for a reason 
that Jesus predicts that his disciples 

willl abandon him. He explains, "I have 
told you these things so that in me 

you may have peace" (John 16:33). In 
other words, though we have all left 

him alone at times, by his mercy he 
will always be our peace (Micah 5:5). 
 

No longer are we wondering if Jesus 
might have bad things to say to us 

when he meets us. The risen Jesus 
speaks to give us peace! How's that 

for changing things!

 As spring has sprung upon us, I find myself doing the   

 most American thing, thinking about losing weight. So, I  

 dug through the old recipe files and looked for something 

 that provide taste with a responsible number of calories.  
 

 I know that Iõve shared some Enchilada dishes, but not  

 sure that Iõve shared this casserole. This wonderful dish 

 can easily be made ahead and frozen, so don't let the   

 large number of servings frighten you.  

Ingredients  

 2 cups canned red chili sauce 

 2 tablespoons all-purpose flour 

 4 cups low-sodium tomato puree 

 1 1/2 teaspoons mild or hot chili  

  powder 

 15 ounces lean ground beef  

  (10% or less fat) 

 1/4 cup dehydrated onion flakes 

Twelve 6" corn tortillas, quartered 

4 1/2 ounces sharp cheddar cheese, 

shredded 

40 small or 24 large black olives, 

pitted and chopped  

Directions  

To prepare sauce, in medium saucepan, stir 1/4 cup of the chili sauce and 

the flour until flour is dissolved. Gradually stir in remaining chili sauce,     

tomato puree and chili powder. Bring mixture to a boil over medium-high 

heat, stirring occasionally; cook, stirring constantly, 2 minutes, until slightly 

thickened.  
 

Remove from heat; let cool. Meanwhile, place large nonstick skillet over   

medium-high heat; add beef. Cook, stirring to break up meat, 4-5 minutes, 

until beef is no longer pink; stir in onion flakes. Remove from heat; set aside. 
 

Preheat oven to 375 F. Spray 13ó x 9" casserole with nonstick cooking 

spray.  Spread 1/2 cup of the cooled sauce over bottom of prepared        

casserole.  Dip 12 tortilla quarters into remaining sauce; arrange evenly in 

casserole. Sprinkle evenly with one third of the beef mixture, one fourth of 

the cheese and one fourth of the olives. Top evenly with 1/2 cup of the 

sauce. Repeat layers 2 more times. Dip remaining 12 tortilla quarters into 

remaining sauce; arrange over sauce in casserole. Top evenly with remaining 

cheese, olives and sauce. Bake, covered, 35 minutes. Uncover; bake 25-30 

minutes longer. Let stand 5 minutes.  
 

If you are into weight watchers, the point value should be around 8 points 

per serving.
